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Q: What are your best writings?  Why?
A: I think that my creative poem and satire are two of my best writings because they were about me, my feelings, and things I cared about.  My argumentative essay was also one of my best because even though I didn’t really believe in the ideas that I sided with, I presented a quite convincing argument in their favor.


Q: What needs improvement?  Why?
A: My memoir could use a lot of work.  I think that I had a hard time with that essay because I have a hard time expressing my experiences in writing.  I think that the essay could have been made better if I had thought about it a little longer and harder than I did.  I could have used better details and tied things together in a better way.


Q: What have I learned about myself from this?
A: I’ve learned that when my feelings and my emotions go into my writing I can get a much better piece of work.  Things make more sense when I think them through and care about what I’m saying.


Q: What have I learned about my thinking; my writing?
A: My thinking is scattered and often incomplete.  This affects how my writing sounds and I’ve realized that if I can only reign in my thoughts I can write so much better and my essays make so much more sense.


Q: How has this advanced class (AP Language) furthered my ability to have a command of the language?
A: AP Language has helped me find different styles and devices of writing that better serve and further the purpose of my writing.  The class has broadened my vocabulary, making my writings more interesting and understandable.
